
 

THEME terracing as signs of a sensible use of the territory based on accurate assessment of the 
crops to be grown in relation to the land characters (sea level, orientation, location, sloping, soil 
permeability, water network etc…). 
To enhance terracing as landscape-cultural heritage  characterizing whole territories as regards 
shape, colours, distances, heights, materials and make it easily recognizable to both residents and 
visitors. 
 
REHABILITATION:  rehabilitation is not just intended to technically reshaping an artifact that has lost 
its function and may cause damage to a system of terraced slopes. It is a project where the quality of 
the conservation action is extremely important (dry-stone works according to traditional techniques, 
use of materials to be found locally……)  also to transfer the knowledge of techniques. 
 
OBJECTIVES AND GUIDELINES drawing up guidelines promoted by the Adamello Park is intended  
to transfer the conservation and rehabilitation techniques of dry-stone walls to a largest number of 
people (both owners and users). The aim is not just to preserve an existing structure through time but 
also to keep it in working conditions and encourage new agricultural uses linked with the current 
economy of the valley. 
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
